By a rounded athletic program we do not refer solely to
intercoliegiaile sports. Intramural athletics are an important
part ol any school activities program. Representation on
school leams 1S necessarily limited to a smail percentage of
the student body. An intramural program makes it possible
1or all Lo participate,

Lack of facilities has been advanced as an argument
against sports at MCC. Actually, however, upon closer exa-
mination we find that the facilities available at the Club
Hacienda compare favorably with those o many other smail
colleges, The facilities are there but srganization is lacking.

* Neither can cost be considered as a valid factor against
athieties. Track, basketball and swimming teams could be
lormed without great financial outiay. The intramural pro-
gram could be inaugurated with “touch” football, basket-
ball and volleyball. Little equipment, aside from the balls
themselves, is needed. Club Hacienda has basketball and
volleyball courts as well as a football field.

An Athletic Fund should be set up to be administered
by the athletic director. Unless an “angel” can be found to
endow this fund it will be necessary for the faculty and
student body to seek ways of raising the money. For a

starter we would suggest a dance or a raffle open to the
public.

We are certain there is sufficient interest in sports at
MCC to warrant the appointing of an athletic director. This
athletic-mindedness is indicated by the participation of stu-
dents in sports not sponsored by the school. Among these
Sports are basketball and swimming, two of those mentioned
as being easily financed.

In the past the administration has never hesitated to
act upon any suggestion to improve the school. We sincerely
believe that an athletic program will benefit the college and
that the cost will not prove prohibitive, What about it?—
