iavorable attitude he received to-
ward MCC.

MCC Supplies Need

He visited the University of Hous-
ton where he conferred with Dr
Shearer, head of the Latin American
Division, and found that university
anxious to cooperate with MCC.
According to Dr. Shearer, the Univ-
ersity ol Houston wants to require
at least one semester ol residence
and study in Latin America for all
Latin Amencan Division maijors.

Until now, the university had no:
known of an institution where the
students could come and study for a
period longer than six weeks, and
Dr. Shearer leels that MCC will sup-
ply this need. On the basis ol this
information. Dr. Cain invited Dr
Shearer to be a visiting professor at
MCC next summer so that he migh
view the situation first hand

Nex! on his agenda was a visi!
to an old friend, Dr. L. A. Woods,
at the State Department of Educa-
tion in Houston. Dr. Woods is inter-
ested in the work of MCC and sees
in this institution a- great possibility
for training teachers for that state,
since, there, the teaching of Spanish
is begun in the fourth grade

Dr. Cain was well entertained by
the Superintendent and other offi-
cials of the State Department dur-
ing his stay.

Draw Lots For Best Bulls

The morning of the light, one of
the trusted members ol the stall of
each torero who is to fight in the
alternoon (a matador usually cor-
ries a stalf ol four or live) meets
at the bullring with plaza officials.
They sort the bulls into sets — gnod
and bad. good and bad, as evenly,
vis possible — and draw lots for
the sets. The bulls are then put into
dark pens to rest until time for thel
fight.

Just before the bull is turmed into
the ring, a ribbon the colors of the
range that bred him, is pinned to
his shoulder. This do=sn’t hurt him
it angers him: the idea of a mere
man presuming lo annoy his Wild
Majesty. There is a crack of light
