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“Even though we built two classrooms in the spring as a kind of
emergency measure I do not think any of us felt that we had really
begun to expand our facilities until now”, said President Murray in
commenting on the work that was begun on the old tennis court the
morning of July 30. “The new unit, which will be used almost entirely

by the Spanish department, will
contain four classrooms, a seminar
room, an office, a waiting roon,
and toilet facilities. The walls will
be of brick, the roof reenforced
concrete, and the floors of tile.”

According to Dr. Murray, se-
fiores Gomez Mayorga (architect)
and Falcén (engineer) have ma-
de a plan that calls for successive
units of varying size that will be
accommodated to the terrain
around and to the sides of the
tennis court. The units will form
an interior patio that one day

will be linked with the tree-co-
vered patio now enclosed by what
students and faculty jestingly call
“the quadrangle” in which are
now located the librarian’s office,
the bookstore, Mr. Hernandez’s
office, the mimeograph room pres-
ided over by Miss Ogarrio, the
anthropology rooms and office,
and some janitors’ quarters. This
plan means that a person coming
into “the quadrangle” (after‘con_-
struction) would have a conti-
Huous view of the old patio and
the new, as it is hoped that the
row of rooms from the Hernan-
des office to the janitors’ quarters
can be dispensed with entirely.
“We do not know how rapidly
we can proceed with the Othe.r
units”, said the president, "‘bu.t it
is our hope to keep right on build-
ing if fall and winter enrollments
leave us the margin we shall nﬁﬁ:d
for such expenditures. We are st1ll
covering the entire budget fr.om
fees and shall strive to do so just
as long as we can. The builders
have guaranteed that our new
classrooms will be ready when the
new quarter begns on Septem-
her 27. 1f all goes well, we shall
tell them to go ahead with the
next unit on September 2817

As what promises to be one of the most exciting seasons of “futbol
americano” south of the border approaches, all eyes turn to the “man
behind the men”—Dave Engman, MCC’s football coach who has re-
turned to the College after an absence of four years. Oldtimers will
recall Engman as the great coach whose Azteca squad copped the Liga

Mayor Championship in 1949.
It is fortunate for MCC that

Engman has decided to return to
take over the College’s football
team since he 1s one ot the most
competent and successful coaches
in the game. His record speaks for
itself. Prior to coming to Mex:co
the first time, he was backfield
coach at Lamar College 1n Tex-
as and he has recently left the post
of Athletic Director of Alvin Ju-

nior College, Alvin, Texas.

His football experience dates
from early sandlot ball to his first
string position as halfback at
Southwestern, Georgetown, Tex-
as. A hitch in the Navy interrupt-
ed his career, but he continued
his athletic activities while 1n the
service. Striking proof of his va-
ried ability was evident in Eastern
Naval Basketball Leagues where
he: coached a championship team.

His abilities are not necessarily
limited to the gridiron, as his
name will appear on future class
schedules as an instructor in phy-
siology and anatomy. A psycho-
logy major, he allows very little
margin when it comes to “putting
something over on him”. In fact,
about the only people he allows
to “pull fast ones” are his quart-

- erbacks.

Coach Engman isn’t being op-
timistic at this time; however, he
does say the boys look very prom-
ising and that he expects a strong

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We’re All Helping

Twenty million pesos worth of tourist trade was
“lost” here in Mexico during the short time that
the international bridges along the border were tied
up because of the floods along the Rio Grande River,
according to a number of articles published in Mex-
ican newspapers.

To combat such losses a group of United States
businessmen in Mexico has started a campaign
which they call “Operation Amigos”. The primary
purpose of this organization i1s a goodwill program
designed to bring visitors to Mexico.

At present the “Operation Amigos” staff 1s spon-
soring a letterwriting campaign to {riends in the
United States urging them to “Visit Mexico, Amer-
ica’s best vacation buy’.

Mexico City College i1s another organization that
brings in a steady flow of North Americans, most
of whom live a minimum of three months in Mexico
City. A large number of wvisitors is especially noted
during the summer months when the college spon-
sors three seperate five week sessions, with many
new students enrolling tor eaci.

Mexico’s Department of the Interior 1s another
agency interested in promoting foreign travelers and
residents. This department is studying the possibility
of less rigid residence requirements which will en-
able a larger number of foreigners to obtain theu
resident papers.

Besides these groups many individuals and other
organized associations are attempting to build up
and encourage tourist trade so that 1t will mamntain
a steady pace throughout the year. As 1t 1s now,
there are three peak months, June, July and Jan-
uary, with varying numbers of tourists durmg the
other months.

If the efforts of all the individuals interested in
increasing the number of tourists and foreign res:-
dents 1n Mexico could be combined to coordina-
te better with Relaciones Exteriores, Gobernacion,
which controls the immigration office and Touris-
mo, and the private groups such as “Operations
Amigos” and Mexico City College, each of the
eroups could do a better job, each in its own
speclal way,

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Some time during the fall we
hope to begin publication of an
Alumni Bulletin that will be 1s-
sued at least quarterly.

There have been a number¥ of
questions, arising from recent
s howings of
the film, ab-
out the mus.c
accompanying
Quetzalcoatl,
and these aug-
ust pages seem
a likely place
to set down
some of the
_ answers 1n
permanent form before they slip
away from me (it 15 now three
years s.nce the picture was made).

First of all, how Indian i1s the
score? [ don’t know exactly, but
I can list some things that are
plus and minus quantities relat-
ed to the question. The music
was played on modern instru-
ments—but instruments of the
same types used by the civilized
Indians of Mexico. These include
trumpets (and trombones); flu-
tes and piccolos; drums, rattles
and scrapers, the drums all play-
ed with the bare hands to avoid
European sounding percussion ef-
fects. The themes are, all but one,
of my own invention, but invent-
ed usinz only the scales which 1
found to be playable on certain
ancient Indian instruments. These
instruments were the small ocar-
inas in the form of dogs which
appear In the film as the dogs
of the underworld. After study-
ing the characteristics of present-
day Indian music and after six
months of daily prolonged con-
tact with the wonderful ancient
sculptures used 1n the picture, I
fcund that 1 had some kind of
feeling for the job which made it
unnecessary to strive consciously
for the elimination of European
effects and for the attainment of
Indian ones. Some Indians who
have heard the music say it has
an Indian feeling; some don’t.

Why does the music sound out
ot tune at times and make me

or Nathaneal West) or for the
Southern Gothic (Faulkner)—but
they are seldom as persuasively
true-to-life as any of these afore-

mentioned English masterpieces

are. When it comes to that the
English are hard to beat in any
field of fantasy—or phantasy as
they call it. Our most patriotic
literatures must admit that Thur-
ber and E. B. White are several
rungs below Lear and Carroll.
Which of our ghost-stories is bet-
ter than the Monkey's Paw or
who can outwrite Sheridan Le-
Fanu? Take unadulterated Go-
thic, who can equal the Brontes,
or even ~"Monk” Lewis? Or in
the field of religious fantasy—es-
peclally diabolism—can even the
French or the Italians match
Charles Williams or C. S. Lewis?
And what about William Blake?

It may be something to do with
the climate and topography.

twist in my seat? Not everybody
has a keen enough ear to feel the
discomfort—but the out-of-tune
effect 1s produced by the playing
of powerful quarter-tones, on
four trumpets and four trombo-
nes. Europeans are accustomed to
regarding a half-tone as the smal-
lest distinguishable (or at least
the smallest decent) nterval; ma-
ny Indian groups used and still
use quarter-tones. 1 used these
only in three places where the
picture seemed to justify a stronz
effect.

Quarter Tones

Mus.cians have asked how you
play quarter-tones on a trumpet
(on a slide trombone, of course,
it’s a cinch and the trick 1s to
avoid 1t when you don’t want
them). It 1s easy—vyou tune the
third-valve slide down a quarter
tone and then use the third valve
to lower-almost any note a quart-
er tone. A very nearly complete
scale in quarter tones can be play-
ed this way.

What instruments, then, were
used? At times, as many as four
trumpets and four trombones, al-
though at very few times; as many
as four ftlutes one doubling on pic-
colo; plus two conga drums, two
bongo drums, two pairs of mara-
cas, and three guiros (hollow
gourds which are scraped in the
same way as serrated human thigh-
bones were scraped by ancient In-
cians).

Why 1s 1t so hard to whistle
the tune of the dance of Quet-
zalcoatl? Because 1t 1s 1n 5-4 time,
and European music is very ra-
rely in anything but duple, triple
or quadruple time or variants of
them. And why 1s it 1n 5-4 time,
then? First of all because the tune
(which 1s adapted from one 1 le-
arned from Pablo Velasquez, a
Tarascan Indian anthropologist)
seerned to fit into that meter ra-
ther naturally; and then too be-
cause an Indian dance in the fa-
miliar ONE-two-three-four-ONE-
two-three-four meter recalls all
too vividly the vapid Europeaniz-
ed “Indian” music of Minneton-
ka, sky-blue and sanitary. Five-
four 1s so delightfully contrary.

Barking Sounds

How were the rough barking
sounds produced for the under-
world scenes? By means of com-
plex rhythmic figures on the
courds alone, with the sounds
electronically reverberated.

And what is the patter of rain-
drops, accompanying the rain and
the corn scenes? It is the sound
of four rhythms, all different, be-
ing played softly together with
the fingers on the bongo drums.
The bongo is customarily played
(in Afro-Cuban bands) as loudly
as possible; but it has a very ple-
asing range of little-used soft to-
nes too.

Finally, why are the titles so
hard to read? Because they are
not thoroughly in focus, and that’s
why I was able to get my print
of the film so cheaply. They read:

It was then he decided to quit
his business career and come to
Mexico to paint.

He ended up in a tiny fishing
village called La- Ventosa in the
Isthmus of Tehuantepec, where
he lived and painted in a thatch-
ed hut for six months in 1930. In
1952, he had his first one-man
show of paintings at Galeria Rog-
er, which was followed by an ex-
hibition of drawings and gouaches
at the Mexican-North American
Institute of Cultural Relations. A
third exhibition followed in Gua-
dalajara.

Later he was awarded a scho-
larship for a year’s study at the
Royal Colleze of Art in London,
where he lived until September
of last year. While in England, he
had another exhibition at the
Ashmolean Museum at Oxford.
He is the only American ever to
exhibit at this distinguished mu-
seum.

On his return to Mexico last
October, he enrolled at MCC and
has been producing his unique
watercolors and silk screen paint-
ings.

In England and Mexico his
work can be found in a number
of collections, including those of
Princess Sophia Obelenski, Au-
thor Patricia Fent Ross, art critic
Muriel Reger, film director Ugo
Moctezuma and Dean John El-

mendorf of MCC.

Epstein’s other main interest 1s
writing and his book, Miracle and
Treadmill, will be published 1n
the fall by Alameda Press.

Speaking of his writing, he
says, ‘It 1s a poetic tetralogy
—four related sequences of mila-
gro texts. You might say someth-
ing of a personal testament. It
was begun in the Isthmus of Te-
huantepec, continued in London
and in Galway on the west coast
of Ireland, finished here in Mex-
ico City. I believe that form
should be 1dentical with meaning,
and consequently it i1s going to be

a rather odd looking book.”

He has also written, The Snake
in. the Roof, which is a day-to-
day journal of his La Ventosa ex-
perience, and a collection of “mi-
lagro poems” called Rickle.

ToCzechoslovakia

Dr. Luis Weckmann, Chair-
man, Division of the Humanities,
MCC, left yesterday to act as
Charge d’Affaires of Mexico 1n
Czechoslovakia. Dr. Weckmann
has taught history here since 1948.

A Mexican citizen, Dr. Weck-
mann has been with the Foreign
Service since 1952. The post 1n
Czechoslovakia will be his first
overseas assignment. Other posi-
tions he has held include: Advis-
or, Mexican Delegation to the 7th
and 8th Sessions of the United
Nations Grand Assembly, 1952-
33, and Head of U. N. Depart-
ment in the Secretaria de Rela-
ciones Extertores. He also repres-
ented MCC in the Congress of
Mexican Universities in Hermo-
sillo, Sonora, 1n 1951.

Dr. Weckmann holds two
Ph.D.’s, one in History from the
National University of Mexico
and one 1n International Law
from the University of Paris. He
also holds an LL. B. from the Es-
cuela Nacional de Jurisprudencia,
in Mexico. Other universities he
has attended include the Univer-
sity of California and la Ecole des
Chartes, Paris. He has been a
guest lecturer at the Universities
of Harvard, Columbia, and Calif-
ornia.

Dr. Weckmann has published
three books, as well as numerous
articles in learned periodicals of
Mexico, the United States, and
Europe. His books include: La
Sociedad Feudal, 1944; Las Be-
llas Alejandrinas de 1493 y la
T'eorita Politica del Papado Me-
dieval, with an introduction by
Ernst H. Kantorowicz of the In-
stitute of Advanced Study, Prin-
ceton, 1949; El Pensamiento Po-
litico Medieval y una Nueva Base
para el Derecho Internacional,

Donald Demarest, who writes
the Collegian column “At Home
And Abroad” and is the author
of the successful novel, Fabulous
Ancestor, Lippincott 34 now has
a new book called Qur Lady of
Guadalupe which 1s coming out
soon.

Our Lady of Guadaluhe 1s an
anthology of all important manu-
scrips and books concerned with
the miracle.

Many a regular summer stu-
dent returning this quarter was
somewhat disappointed to disco-
ver that a popular instructor in
the Spanish department, former
graduate student Carlos Blanco,
1s now teaching in the states.

Presently on the faculty of Ohio
State University, Blanco received
his MA summa cum laude from
MCC 1 June, ’53 and was later
awarded the degree of Doctor en
letras from the National Univer-
sity of Mexico, the second MCC
graduate to receive this honor.

His earlier studies in philoso-
phy, 1in which he holds a B. A.
degree from Harvard, laid the
foundation for his later empha-
sis on literature. Based on these
studies and on his subsequent pu-
blished works, Blanco has come
to be known as an authority on
the Spanish philosopher, Miguel
de Unamuno. His articles devoted
to Unamuno have been published
in  Cuadernos Americanos and
Nueva Reuvista de Filosofia His-
pdanica, issued by the Colegio de
Mexico. Planned for publication
this year 1s his book, Unamuno,
tedrico del lenguaje, which is the
culmination of work done on a re-
search scholarship at the Colegio
de México.

Other published works include
articles mn the Peruvian magazine,
Las Morades, in the Mexico City

‘newspaper Novedades, in Books

Abroad, and in the Buenos Aires
Literaria, in which he wrote a li-
terary study, Guzman de Alfara-
che y el pecado original. His con-
tributions to the multilingual Ii-
terary and philosophical magaz-
ine Presencia include poems and
short stories.

And yet the two leading con-
t em p o rary practitioners of the
genre—Roald Dahl and John Col-
lier—have managed to transplant
it to Beverly Hills and Kansas Ci-
ty and even New York. Both are
now naturalized citizens and two-
thirds of their stories deal with
the U. S. scene.

Nevertheless having spent my
own childhood in a tlat near Bak-
er Street-——where I woke to “the
yellow smoke that rubs its muzzle
on the window panes’ and went
tc bed on the red London sky at
dusk which was such a portent of
doom—and spent holidays among
the lonely and gloomy fens and
moors—I can understand the
childhood conditioning that finds
the New York skyline fantastic
and the neon-lit bars of Wilshire
B oulvard portentously terrible.
Because the British grew up 1n a
reality of gaslight and shadow
they are truer surrealists than so-
mebody like Dali who was rased
in the harsh bright hght of An-
dalusia.

Mysticism on the Other Hand

This column is no place to go
into the effect of climate on re-
ligion especially mysticism—but
a recently encountered quote from
D. H. Lawrence (a ten-dweller
and superior phantasist) is worth
putting up for discussion. “The
Old Church”, wrote Lawrence,
“knew that life i1s here our por-
tion, to be lived, to be lived in
fulfillment. The stern rule of Be-
nedict, the wild flights of a Fran-
cis of Assissi, these were corrus-
cations 1n the steady heaven of
the Church. The rhythm of life it-
self was preserved by the Church,
hour by hour, day by day, season
by season, year by year, epoch by
epoch, down among the people,
and the wild corruscations were
accomodated to this permanent
rhythm. We feel it in the South,
in the country, when we hear the
jangle of bells at dawn, at noon,
at sunset, marking the hours with
the sound of mass or prayers, It
1s the rhythm of the daily sun. ..
We feel it in the festivals, the
processions, Christmas, the Three
Kings, Easter, Pentecost, St.
John’s Day, All Saints, All Souls.

This is the wheeling of the year,
the movement of the sun through
soltice and equinex, the coming
of the seasons, the going of the
seasons. And 1t 1s the inward
rhythms of man and woman, too,
the sadness of Lent, the delight of
Faster, the wonder of Pentecost,
the fires of St. John, the candles
on the graves of All Souls, the
lit-up tree of Christmas, all re-
presenting kindled rhythmic emo-
tions in the souls of men and
women. .. Oh, what a catastro-
phe for man when he cut himselt
off from the rhythm of the year,
from his union with sun and
earth. Oh, what a catastrophe,
what a maiming of love when it
was made a personal, merely per-
sonal {feeling taken away from the
rising and setting of the sun, and
cut off from the magic connection
of the soltice and equinox! This
1s what i1s the matter with us. We
are bleeding at the roots, because
we are cut of trom the earth and
sun and stars, and love 1s a grin-
ning mockery, because, poor blos-
som, we plucked it from its stem
on the tree of Life, and expected
it to keep on blooming in our ci-
vilized vase on the table.”

This, ot course is a far cry from
Dahl and Collier and the other
Enghsh fantasists we started out
with (a far cry from even Wil-
hams and Lewis, although closer
to William Blake). And although
Lawrence was writing about Ita-
ly—which he always understood
much better than Mexico—it may
remind some of our readers of
this bell-bedevilled and blessed
ccuntry. I should, of course, add
that lLawrence never found his
way in-to the “Old Church” but
ivented his own Laurentian re-
hgion of soltice and equinox, a
religion which in The Plumed
Serpent (perhaps his worst no-
vel) tried to identify with the
bloodthirsty rites of the old Az-
tecs, as Lawrence und er stood
them. |

And I should also like to add
that I was reminded of this fa-
vorite quote by a book called The
Water and the Fure (Sheed &
Ward, February, 1954). Most ser-
1ous readers will find this a fas-

cinating book—whatever their

faith, or their interest in symbols,
mysticism and fantasy.
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
